During meals, Soldiers could eat whatever they wished but 
were encouraged not to waste food. Due to rationing, their 

families back home grew victory gardens to support the war.  
By growing their own food, American civilians ensured they 

were not using food that could otherwise be given to the  
Soldiers.

Mess Hall
In addition to eating in the mess hall, Soldiers often had to 

help prepare and serve their own food.  This duty was known 
as Kitchen Patrol or KP.

The Army placed pull-up bars outside of mess halls during 
World War II because physical activity was such an important 
part of a Soldier’s daily routine.  Soldiers were expected to do 

pull ups before and after eating.

Command Post

Engineer Motorized General Purpose Repair Truck

This truck enabled Soldiers to take the motor pool shop on 
the road, fixing the vehicles and other equipment if they broke 

down in the field.

Soldiers used blockhouses for protection while guarding the 
frontier. They were made from wood or stone and sometimes 

even bricks. Often two or three stories, blockhouses had a 
skinny bottom and a larger top allowing Soldiers to fire down 
on an attacking force. Blockhouses proved reliable and were 

utilized in many conflicts, including the French and Indian War, 
westward expansion, early Florida conflicts, and the Civil War.

Men were not the only mechanics during World War II. Even 
women had the opportunity to perform vehicle care and main-

Motor Corps division trained women how to inspect and  
service their own jeeps and trucks. Their primary duties  

involved chauffeuring officers or transporting Army supplies.

Allied Trench
During World War I, most Soldiers fought each other from  
dug-in fortifications known as “trenches.” Soldiers spent a 

great deal of time in the trenches and endured muddy, dirty 
conditions and many enemy attacks.

Both the Americans and Germans used codes to transmit  
messages between Soldiers without giving up their positions 

or plans to the enemy.

Can you help decode the German message?

As you walk through the trench, help the Solider find his 
way out of the trench and into No-Man’s Land.  

Make sure to stop at each station along the way.

1.  �Aid Station: Wounded Soldiers would receive medical care in this 
area. 93% of wounded Soldiers who received care survived.

2. �Post of Command: These posts served as headquarters for a com-
pany or a platoon on the front line and were located in dugouts 
deep underground.

3. �Sniper’s Nest: A sniper’s nest was a specially prepared and cam-
ouflaged shelter where a sharpshooter could observe and fire on 
enemy trenches.

4.� Mortar Pit: A mortar was a short range and easily portable weapon 
Soldiers used to destroy enemy targets.

5. �The Front: The front consisted of muddy roads and camouflaged 
trails in a maze of zigzagged trenches. This is where Soldiers fired 
on the enemy.

6. �No Man’s Land: This area was empty space between enemy 
trenches. It was especially dangerous for Soldiers because there 
was no place to take cover from enemy fire.

German Pillbox 
Pillboxes were a type of in-ground fortification used by  

German forces during World War I and World War II.  They were 
made of concrete and had walls up to 2 feet thick!  They could 
hold 8 to 10 men and only had one entrance.  Pillboxes were 

usually equipped with machine guns and helped soldiers hold 
off enemy advances for hours.
