2. The following conclusions were reached:

· Piracy in the South China Sea and Strait of Malacca has domestic and international economic impacts in addition to the issues associated with Freedom of Navigation and warrants immediate action.

· The proposed piracy policy was acceptable with the follow exceptions by OSD and the CIA:

· OSD, Subparagraph 4.d., add to start of 2d Para, “To the extent possible, ” and add a final sentence the 4.d., paragraph two which says, “The Commander, USPACOM will not be authorized to jeopardize other vital missions and programs within his area of responsibility.”

· CIA, Subparagraph 4.g., add to start of paragraph, “To the extent possible, . . . “
