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PREFACE


This Mission Training Plan (MTP) is applicable to all active and reserve component United States Army brigade headquarters participating as part of a multinational force.  Brigade commanders and staffs can use this MTP to assess training during training exercises and to prepare for operations in a stability and support environment. The collective staff tasks identified in this MTP represents tasks common to the brigade headquarters command group and staff when executing wartime or Stability and Support Operations (SASO) missions. 


The nucleus of the tasks contained in this MTP has been derived from the final draft ARTEP 71-3-MTP, for the Heavy Brigade Command Group and Staff dated February 1997.  These tasks have been modified through recent task analysis of SASO operations currently being performed by US Stability Forces (SFOR) currently employed in Bosnia.   Therefore, some tasks have been added, modified, combined or deleted.  All tasks contained in this MTP have been reviewed and approved by the United States Army Combined Arms Center-Combined Arms Training Directorate (CAC-CAT), Fort Leavenworth, Kansas or by the proponent schools and organizations within TRADOC and FORSCOM to reflect current doctrine. 


US Brigades, assigned to conduct Stability and Support Operations, may be task organized to perform a specific mission and may not reflect the characteristics of a standard TO&E Maneuver Brigade. Because of these differences commanders will have to organize their command posts and staff sections to accommodate their force structure and to a larger degree the missions and contingencies they have been assigned. This MTP attempts to support the unit’s flexibility in establishing their task organization. In organizing the MTP in this manner, the command group can apply the METT-T factors involved and easily tailor this MTP to support their organization and mission. Therefore, each commander should use this manual as a guide as he and his staff align tasks and responsibilities.
