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3d Indiana Cavalry
The regiment organized at Madison, Indiana, during summer & autumn of 1861.  Unlike most Civil War regiments, it did not fight as one cohesive unit.  Rather, two separate "half‑regiments" bore the same designation, but operated independently of one another throughout the war.  The so‑called Right Wing, consisting of Companies A through F,  fought primarily in the eastern theater of operations.  The Left Wing, Companies G through M, remained in the western theater.
