During the Civil War, the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania raised numerous militia and short�duration units.  Very concise organizational histories of these units appear in Frederick H. Dyer's Compendium of the War of the Rebellion  (Dayton, OH:  Morningside, 1985; Ref).  Additionally, rosters of most of these units appear in Samuel P. Bates' five�volume History of the Pennsylvania Volunteers, 1861�1865  (Wilmington, NC:  Broadfoot Reprint, 1993;  E527.B32).  Volume 1 includes rosters of the three months' regiments; Volume 10 rosters of the Independent Companies of 1861 and Militia of 1862, 1863 and 1864.  Volume 10 of Bates additionally includes rosters of the 3rd, 6th, 8th, 22nd, 24th, 25th 32nd, 41st 43rd, 45th and 127th U.S. Colored Infantry Regiments, which were raised in Pennsylvania.
