· TEWANIMA

According to the War Dept’s 1907 Annual Report… (Vol. III, p. 175), “Troops H and K, Fifth Cavalry, left Fort Wingate, New Mexico, Octover 19, 1906, for the Moqui Indian Reservation, to assist Agent Perry in adjusting trouble regarding compulsory school attendance of children of Oraibi Indians.  Troop H returned November 18 and Troop K November 19, 1906, having in charge 17 Indian prisoners for confinement at Fort Huachuca, and 11 Indians to be sent to Carlisle, PA.”


One of the eleven prisoners sent to the Carlisle Indian School was Louis Tewanima, “thin, emaciated, belligerent (sic).  In 1912, Tewanima, along with Jim Thorpe, represented the United States at the Olympic Games in Stockholm, and became the first American to medal (silver) in the 10,000 meter race (Hall, Go, Indians!, pp. 84-95 & 12 Oct 1954 article from the Harrisburg, PA, Evening News in the Warner Scrapbook, CIS Coll, Athletics Box, MHI Archives).
