1.  OBJECTIVES.


    a.  To expand the student’s knowledge and understanding of leadership and public policy through the examination of various types of dilemmas facing senior leaders.

    b.  To increase the student’s understanding of the role of the military officer and responsible commander in the 21st Century.

    c.  To enhance student ability to assume senior-leadership positions of progressively greater responsibility. 

    d.  To provide an opportunity for students to interact with the chairholder of the General Omar N. Bradley Chair of Strategic Leadership, with fellow students, and with selected undergraduate college students on contemporary issues of leadership. 

2.  SCOPE.  The course will examine strategic leadership with emphasis on the role of the senior leader in recognizing and resolving dilemmas inherent in senior leadership.  The course addresses civil-military relations, constitutional issues, and contemporary issues in public policy.  

3. PREREQUISITE.  Enrollment is limited to 20 students in the Class of 2004.  Interested students will apply for the elective with faculty adviser recommendation.  The Department of Command, Leadership, and Management will make final selection of students.

4.  METHODOLOGY.  The course will consist of 10 seminar sessions and will include a field trip to Baltimore, Maryland.  The course involves intensive reading, dialogue, and group projects and oral and written products.  There will be several joint sessions with Dickinson College students.  Readings are supplemented with information found on the Internet.  

5.  ELECTIVE REQUIREMENTS.  Each student is expected to:

    a.  Attend scheduled seminars, to complete required readings, and to actively participate in classroom exercises and discussions.   

    b.  Prepare a 5 to 7-page written paper on a leadership dilemma raised by one or more of the course readings.  The topic must be mutually agreed to by a Faculty Instructor and the student.  
6.  COURSE RELATIONSHIP.  This course builds on the knowledge 

included in Course 1 by deepening the student’s understanding of strategic leadership.  This knowledge provides a foundation for further studies and is essential to U.S. Army War College graduates as they assume senior-leadership positions.  The written and oral requirements are designed to challenge the students to review the strategic environment and the role of leadership in influencing that environment, and to provide policy recommendations that may be considered by Army leaders.
